RESOLUTION NO. 2021-3-1

APPROVING AND ADOPTING THE
UPDATED GRAND COUNTY MULTI-HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN 2020

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Grand, State of
Colorado recognizes the threat that natural hazards pose to people and property within our
community; and

WHEREAS, undertaking hazard mitigation actions will reduce the potential for harm to
people and property from future hazard occurrences; and

WHEREAS, an adopted Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan (HMP) is required as a condition
of future funding for mitigation projects under multiple Federal Emergency Management
Agency (FEMA) and other pre- and post-disaster mitigation grant programs; and

WHEREAS, Grand County and participating jurisdictions first developed the Grand
County HMP in 2008 to reduce future losses to the County and its communities resulting from
natural hazards and help decision makers direct mitigation activities and resources. The Grand
County HMP is intended to be a living document through ongoing implementation and regular
updates every five years; and

WHEREAS, the HMP was updated in 2020 to be consistent with new FEMA guidance
and with Grand County’s current hazard mitigation priorities and risks; and

WHEREAS, by design, the FEMA mandated HMP update planning process involves
significant public outreach and participation, input, and comment, including working closely
with key stakeholders from Grand County, participating jurisdictions, neighboring counties and
stakeholders, and state and federal agencies. In addition, starting in August 2020, the HMP was
made available for public comment during the plan update phase, an announcement for public
comment was posted on social media, a survey was distributed to the public, and copies of the
updated HMP were available at local libraries for the public to review; and

WHEREAS, the Colorado Division of Homeland Security and Emergency Management
and FEMA, Region VII1 officials have reviewed the Grand County Multi-Hazard Mitigation
Plan 2020 and approved it contingent upon official adoption by Grand County and other
participating jurisdictions; and

WHEREAS, the Board has reviewed the Grand County Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan
2020 and has determined that approving and adopting the updated HMP is in the best interest of
the health, safety, and welfare of the citizens of Grand County.

NOW THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Board of County Commissioners of the
County of Grand, State of Colorado that the Grand County Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan 2020
be and is hereby approved and adopted.



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, Grand County Emergency Management shall submit
this HMP adoption resolution to the Colorado Division of Homeland Security and Emergency
Management and FEMA, Region VI1II officials to enable the Grand County Multi-Hazard
Mitigation Plan 2020’s final approval.
