LIBRARY DISTRICT  UPDATE
Grand County Library District’s (GCLD)
Executive Director Polly Gallagher gave
an update that included a review of the
GCLD’s library facilities plan.

Ms. Gallagher outlined some of the
community needs currently being met
by the Kremmling Library. 

The Kremmling Library is 3,308 square
feet; current studies for small libraries
indicate that a population of 3,000
requires 8,000 square feet to
accommodate all of the services offered.

GCLD is currently conducting a public
survey for master plan development and
investigating options for a new facility.
